Come explore the Great Decisions Program at our March Meeting
Do you seek a deeper understanding of the foreign policy issues that face our nation today?  Would you like more information about these issues than the daily dose of sound bites provided by the national media?  If your answer is “yes” than the March meeting is for you.  This meeting is meant to introduce the Great Decisions Program, which is sponsored by the Foreign Policy Association. The meeting will be held at the Redmond Regional Library, 15990 Northeast 85th Street, in downtown Redmond and will begin at 7:00 p.m.

The Great Decisions Program is the flagship program of the Foreign Policy Association.  This is a nonprofit organization dedicated to inspiring the American public to learn more about the world and was founded in 1918.  The Great Decisions Program was launched in 1954 and today has 400,000 participants across the nation.  A briefing book is published each year with scholarly articles about 8 important issues of the day.  Small groups meet to discuss each issue and then complete an opinion ballot about the issue.  The results of the ballot are sent to our leaders in Washington, D.C., the media, and interested citizens.
